The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency repealed the federal effluent guideline regulation
for the Builders Paper and Board Mills industrial category, 40 CFR Part 431, on March 21, 2000.
EPA also amended its NPDES permitting regulations at 40 CFR Parts 122, 123, 124 and 125 on
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May 15, 2000. These amendments eliminate redundant or unnecessary regulatory language,
clarify procedures and correct typographical errors. In order to maintain its authority to
administer the NPDES program in Virginia, the State Water Control Board must amend its

VPDES Permit Regulation to reflect these changes to the federal regulations.
