A. Unless otherwise provided, fees established by the board shall not be refundable.
B. All examination fees shall be determined by and made payable as designated by the board.

C. The application fee for licensure in medicine, osteopathy, and podiatry shall be $225 302, and

the fee for licensure in chiropractic shall be $200 277. Fhefeefor-board-approval-to-sitforPart-3

D. Thefeefor atemporary permit to practice medicine pursuant to 854.1-2927 B (i) and (ii) of

the Code of Virginia shall be $30.

E. The application fee for alimited professorial or fellow license issued pursuant to 18V AC85-
20-210 shall be $55. The annual renewal fee shall be $35. An additional fee for late renewal of

licensure shall be $15.

F. The application fee for alimited license to interns and residents pursuant to 18V AC85-20-220
shall be $55. The annual renewal fee shall be $35 ayear. An additional fee for late renewal of

licensure shall be $15.



G. Thefeefor aduplicate wall certificate shall be $15; the fee for a duplicate license shall be $5.

H. The feefor biennial renewal shall be $260 337 for licensure in medicine, osteopathy and

podiatry and $235 312 for licensure in chiropractic, due in each even-numbered year in the
licensee's birth month. An additional fee for processing alate renewal application within one
renewal cycle shall be $90 115 for licensure in medicine, osteopathy and podiatry and $80 105

for licensure in chiropractic.

|. The fee for requesting reinstatement of licensure or certification pursuant to 854-1-2921 54.1-

2408.2 of the Code of Virginiaor for requesting reinstatement after any petition to reinstate the

certificate or license of any person has been denied shall be $2,000.

J. The fee for reinstatement of alicense issued by the Board of Medicine pursuant to 854.1-2904
of the Code of Virginiawhich has expired for a period of two years or more shall be $305 382
for licensure in medicine, osteopathy and podiatry and $290 367 for licensure in chiropractic and

shall be submitted with an application for licensure reinstatement.

K. Thefeefor aletter of good standing/verification to another jurisdiction for alicense shall be

$10.

L. The feefor certification of grades to another jurisdiction by the board shall be $25. The fee

shall be due and payable upon submitting the form to the board.

M. The fee for biennial renewal of an inactive license shall be $130 168, due in the licensee's
birth month. An additional fee for late renewal of licensure shall be $45 55 for each renewal

cycle.



N. The fee for areturned check shall be $25.
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
