Summary: These regulations protect the hedth, safety and wefare of the citizens of the
Commonwedth by establishing requirements and fees for initia license, license renewd, reingtatement of
alapsed license and approva of foreign medica schools thet teach the heding arts.



18 VAC 85-20-22. Required fees.

Unless otherwise provided, fees established by the board shall not be refundable.
All examination fees shdl be determined by and made payable as designated by the board.

The application fee for licensure in medicine, osteopathy, and podiatry shall be $225, and the fee
for licensure in chiropractic shal be $200. The fee for board approva to st for Part 3 of the
United States Medicd Licensang Examination without subsequent licensure in Virginia shal be
$85.

The fee for a temporary permit to practice medicine pursuant to 8 54.1-2927 B (i) and (ii) of the
Code of Virginiashdl be $30.

The gpplication fee for a limited professoria or fellow license issued pursuant to 18 VAC 85-20-
210 shdl be $55. The annud renewa fee shdl be $35. An additiona fee for late renewa of
licensure shal be $15.

The gpplication fee for alimited license to interns and residents pursuant to 18 VAC 85-20-220
shdl be $55. The annud renewa fee shdl be $35 ayear. An additiona fee for late renewa of
licensure shall be $15.

Thefeefor aduplicate wal certificate shdl be $15; the fee for aduplicate license shdl be $5.

. Thefee for biennid renewd shall be $260 for licensure in medicine, osteopathy and podiatry and

$235 for licensure in chiropractic, due in the licensegs birth month. An additiond fee for
processing a late renewa agpplication within one renewa cycde shdl be $90 for licensure in
medicine, osteopathy and podiatry and $80 for licensure in chiropractic.

The fee for requesting reinstatement of licensure pursuant to 8 54.1-2921 of the Code of Virginia
shall be $2,000.

K- J. Thefeefor reinstatement of alicenseissued by the Board of Medicine pursuant to § 54.1-
2904 of the Code of Virginia, which has expired for a period of two years or more, shdl
be $305 for licensure in medicine, osteopathy and podiatry and $290 for licensurein
chiropractic and shdl be submitted with an application for licensure reinstatement.

£ K. Thefeefor aletter of good standing/verification to another jurisdiction for alicense shdl

be $10.



M L. Thefeefor cetification of grades to another jurisdiction by the board shall be $25. The
fee shdl be due and payable upon submitting the form to the board.

N M. Thefeefor biennid renewd of an inactive license shal be $130, due in the licensee's
birth month. An additiond feefor late renewd of licensure shdl be $45 for each renewd cycle.

O N. The feefor areturned check shall be $25.

18 VAC 85-20-131. Lieensdre Requirements for—physician—acupuheturists to_practice
acupuncture.

B: Such lieensure practice shdl be subject to the following conditions:

1. TFhe-applicant To be qudified to practice acupuncture, licensed doctors of medicine,
osteopathy, podiatry, and chiropractic shal first have obtained at least 200 hours of
ingtruction in generd and basic aspects of the practice of acupuncture, specific uses and
techniques of acupuncture, and indicaions and contraindications for acupuncture
adminigration.

2. A podiaris may use acupuncture only for treetment of pain syndromes originating in the
humean foot.

18 VAC 85-20-280. Required information.

A. Incompliance with requirements of § 54.1-2910.1 of the Code of Virginia, a doctor of medicine or
osteopathy or a doctor of podiatry licensed by the board shall provide, upon initia request, the
fallowing information within 30 days:

1. Theaddress of the primary practice setting and al secondary practice settings with the
percentage of time spent a each location;

2. Names of medica, osteopathic or podiatry schools and graduate medica or podiatric
education programs attended with dates of graduation or completion of training;

3. Namesand dates of specialty board certification, if any, asapproved by theAmerlcan Board
of Medica Specidties, the Am ‘ tes, Bureau of
Ogteopathic Specidists of the American Osteopathlc Assomatlon or the AmericanBoard-of-
Podiatrie-Surgery Council on Podiatric Medica Education of the American Podiatric Medica
Asocidion;

Number of yearsin active, clinica practice in the United States or

Canada, following completion of medica or podiatric training and the number of years, if any,
in active, clinical practice outside the United States or Canada;

The specidty, if any, in which the physician or podiatrist practices,

Names of insurance plans accepted or managed care plans in which the physician or podiatrist
participates and whether he is accepting new patients under such plans,

Names of hospitas with which the physician or podiatrist is affiliated;

Appointments within the past ten yearsto medica or podiatry school faculties with the years
of service and academic rank;

Publications, not to exceed ten in number, in peer-reviewed literature within the most
recent five-year period,

Whether there is access to trandating services for non-English spesking patients a the primary
practice setting and which, if any, foreign languages are spoken in the practice; and

Whether the physician or podiatrist participatesin the VirginiaMedicaid Program and
whether heis accepting new Medicaid patients;

The physician or podiatrist may provide additiond information on hours of continuing
education earned, subspecialities obtained, honors or awards received.

Whenever thereis a change in the information on record with the practitioner profile system, the
practitioner shal provide current information in any of the categoriesin subsection A of this section
within 30 days.
