The final rules for the enhanced Nurse Licensure Compact became effective on January 19,
2018. Rules adopted by the Compact supersede those of the individual states for the issuance of a
multistate licensure privilege. Therefore, the Board has repealed such regulations in sections 80,
90 and 100 of Chapter 19 and referenced the Final Rules adopted by the Interstate Commission
of Nurse Licensure Compact Administrators.
