This action (1) combines all regulatory requirements relatngivenile correctional centers currently
contained in (i) the Standards for Juvenile Residential Easil{6VAC35-140) and (ii) the Standards for
the Interim Regulation of Children's Residential Fac#it®VAC35-51) into one regulation and (2)
includes a comprehensive review of all regulatory requirenfentgivenile correctional centers. The
proposed regulation has sections for: (1) general provisions; (2niathation and personnel; (3)

physical environment; (4) safety and security; (5) resideigsts; (6) program operation; (7) work
programs; (8) health care services; and (9) behavior managegacility specific parts are included as
needed; i.e., group homes/halfway houses have separate seamtisuisdivisions of facility programs and

juvenile correctional centers have a section for boot camps.

The recommended changes since the proposed stage are in respitrespublic comments received.
The majority of the changes relate to the adoption of regemés pertaining to the department's zero-
tolerance policy regarding abuse in juvenile correctionalecerin the training and residents' rights
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sections. Other amendments relate to the reporting of senicidents and suspected child abuse and
neglect, staff and volunteer training and retraining, seardfiesesidents, residents' rights, room
confinement, and restraints.

On June 9, 2010, the Board of Juvenile Justice authorized the advancemeRezfulagion Governing
Juvenile Correctional Centers, 6VAC35-71, as amended, to the Final Stageegfulla¢ory process.

Section 66-13 of the Code of Virginia provides the departmeiht thié authority to "receive juveniles
committed to it by the courts of the Commonwealth" and to "establafh aad maintain facilities for the
rehabilitation, training and confinement of such juveniles."

The Board of Juvenile Justice is entrusted with general atythonpromulgate regulations by § 66-10 of
the Code of Virginia, which states the board may "promulgaté segulations as may be necessary to
carry out the provisions of this title and other laws of the @onwealth administered by the Director or
the Department.”

Also contained in this regulation are the provisions governingiety operated juvenile correctional
centers and boot camps. These facilities are mandated by CRdptdrTitle 66 (Juvenile Corrections
Private Management Act) and 8§ 66-13 of the Code of Virginia, resplgctive

The promulgating entity is the Board of Juvenile Justice.

Purpose

The Board of Juvenile Justice regulates three distinct typ&ilities: (1) juvenile correctional centers;
(2) detention centers; and (3) group homes/halfway houses. Anprimse facilities are regulated by
the board and are governed by two separate regulations:hg1$tandards for Juvenile Residential
Facilities (6VAC35-140) and (2) the Standards for the IntdRegulation of Children's Residential
Facilities (6VAC35-51).
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The department has had several ideations of regulations gayeha residential facilities regulated by
the board. Earlier, the department had five separate regulgtioesning secure detention homes, post-
dispositional confinement in secure detention, pre- and post-dispasigroup homes, and juvenile
correctional centers. These regulations applied to the ieiiit conjunction with the Standards for the
Interdepartmental Regulation of Children's Residential fasil(the "CORE" regulation), which went
into effect in 1981.

The Standards for Juvenile Residential Facilities (6VAC&8), promulgated by the board, was most
recently reviewed and revised in May 2005, and consists of the'boagiilations for all facilities it
regulates. This regulation establishes the minimum stdad&or residential facilities in the
Commonwealth's juvenile justice system and covers programtimgpe,ahealth care, personnel, facility
safety, and physical environment. It contains additional providiansecure custody facilities, boot
camps, work camps, juvenile industries, and independent living programs.

The Standards for the Interim Regulation of Children's ResaleRtciliies (6VAC35-51) is a
reenactment of the "CORE" regulation in its entirety @a®ard regulation. This regulation was adopted
by the board in September 2008 in order to comply with the requireroéi@hapter 873 of the 2008
Acts of the General Assembly, which mandated the repeal JIGB&E" regulation and action to be
taken by the affected boards by October 31, 2009. This regulatiandrasexpansive provisions than
6VAC35-140 and also contains minimum requirements for the different fegitidigulated by the board.

Throughout the years, problems have been identified in implementingghieements contained in these
two separate regulations due to the distinct nature ohtiee types of facilities regulated by the board.
Accordingly, the board has approved consolidating the curreotategy requirements for residential
programs and separating them into three regulations governingiM@nile correctional centers; (2)
detention centers; and (3) group homes/halfway houses. Thispieaof the regulatory scheme was
done in conjunction with a comprehensive review of the currentgiomg. The review was done with
the goals of enhancing the clarity of the regulatory req@résnand achieving improvements that are
reasonable, prudent, and will not impose an unnecessary burden on its regulantsiioliche

Having clear, concise regulations is essential to protett@dnealth, safety, and welfare of residents in
juvenile correctional centers and citizens in the community.ith lear expectations for the
administrators running these facilities, they will be dbleun the facilities more smoothly and can utilize
any extra resources for supporting the needs of the resitfmsmaintaining the overall rehabilitation
and community safety goals of the department.

The primary intent of this regulatory overhaul is to reduocefusion in applying the regulatory
requirements in each type of facility regulated by the boardefjles correctional centers, secure
detention centers, and group homes/halfway houses). Each provisioeweaged as to whether it was
(1) appropriate for the type of facility; (2) clear in itseint and effect; and (3) necessary for the proper
management of the facility. Amendments were made to accomentitaajuvenile correctional centers'
specific needs and to enhance program and service requirements towdstfor the residents.

The Board of Juvenile Justice serves as the regulatory auttwrggdure residential facilities, both
juvenile correctional centers and local detention centers, and the groug/halfinery houses operated by
or funded through the department. Currently, these facilities are governgd bgparate regulations:

(1) the Standards for Juvenile Residential Facilities (6VAC35-a40)(2) the Standards for the Interim
Regulation of Children's Residential Facilities (6VAC35-51), urdpesifically exempted.

The current regulatory scheme has several difficulties in aiplic Each regulation has the full force
and effect of law. Unfortunately, some of the provisions are contradmtagnflict. Additionally, there
are numerous exclusions for the different types of facilities fremriaty of regulatory provisions.
Sometimes it is unclear exactly which facilities are exempted and th wation or subsection such
exceptions are applicable.
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To address these issues the department considered two couastsrof (1) consolidate the two existing
regulations into one or (2) separate the two regulatiorts three regulations, one for each different
"type" of facility regulated by the board.

Due to the distinct characteristics of the types of itésl requlated by the Board of Juvenile Justice and
the complexity of applying a single regulation to the appropriate fgdtlivas concluded that it would be
difficult to regulate all such facilities in one single regidn. The board approved pursuing the second
course of action. Thus, the department is proposing separatati@gaifor the three distinct types of
facilities it regulates: (1) juvenile correctional centers;d@gntion centers; and (3) group homes/halfway
houses.

Having clear, concise regulations is essential to protethiedealth, safety, and welfare of residents in
JCCs and citizens in the community. With clear expectationghie administrators running these
facilities, they will be able to run the facilities moreathly and can utilize any extra resources for
supporting the needs of the residents, thus maintaining the oradrabilitation and community safety

goals of the department.
