Under the
proposed regulations one of the categories is split so that there would be a totatei<k li
types. The Board proposes to lower fees for 22 categories and keep the fees foe theeme
others. According to the Department of Health, of the 428 active license holders|| 3&4ev
their fees reduced and 64 will not have their fees changed. Also, the proposed fegsewill r
sufficient revenue to support the program. Since costs for the affectedmitrns reduced and
there will be sufficient funds to maintain the radioactive materialsrgnogwith its associated

safety benefits), the proposed amendments will create a net benefit.

Businesses and Entities Affected

The proposed amendments affect 364 of the 428 radioactive materials liceless ol

the Commonwealth. Most are small businesses.

Localities Particularly Affected

The proposed amendments do not disproportionately affect particular localities.
