2 requirements. A Notice of Intended Regulatory Action relaiinthe proposed replacement
regulations must be filed with the Registrar within sixty daysthe effective date of the
emergency regulations, and appears to already have been sotfileel same time as the
emergency regulations. The proposed replacement regulations miistdbsith the Registrar
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within 180 days after the effective date of the emergency régudat This regulation will amend
the State Plan; therefore, approval by the Centersiédicare and Medicaid Services also will be
required.
