The changes to
the regulation are necessary to reflect the changes in Cdtie bgoption of Chapter 133 of the 2009 Acts of
Assembly, which amended Virginia Code § 54.1-3042, which relates tedistration of medication aides,
requiring the State Board to amend this regulation. Pursu8mi.@4006(A)(4)(a) of the Virginia Code, this
action by the Board is exempt from the requirements of the APA.
