These regulatory changes will bring the Standards for Licensed Assisted Living Facilities into conformity
with changes made to §§ 63.2-1702 and 63.2-1707 of the Code of Virginia by the 2013 Session of the
General Assembly (Chapters 182 and 545 of the 2013 Acts of Assembly).

Specifically, the changes:

» Delete subdivision B 1 of 22VAC40-72-50 (Licensee), stating that the licensee shall give evidence
of financial responsibility. The remainder of this subsection has been renumbered to reflect this
deletion.

* Delete subdivision B 6 of 22VAC40-72-50, requiring the licensee to develop and maintain an
operating budget sufficient to ensure adequate funds for all aspects of operation. The remainder
of this subsection has been renumbered to reflect this deletion.
