The 2016 Virginia General Assembly passed House Bill 842 that amended requirements for initial 

licensure and renewal.  Every person seeking initial licensure or renewal of a license shall complete 

awareness training, provided by the Department of Education, on the indicators of dyslexia, as that term 

is defined by the Board pursuant to regulations, and the evidence-based interventions and 

accommodations for dyslexia.  This requirement shall become effective on July 1, 2017.
