Pursuant to \ 22.1-16 of the Code of Virginia, fhe Board has authority to promulgate
regulations to carry out its statutory pos/ers and duties. In addition, pursuant to $ 22.1-276 of the
Code of Virginia, the Board of Education has the authoriry to promulgate regulations related to special
educadon programs for children with disabilities.

It is the view of this Office that the Board has the authodty to adopt these fast-track
tegulations, subject to compliance with the provisions of Article 2 of the Administrative Process Act
and Vitginia Office of the Govemor Executive Otder 14 Q01.8), ar.d that the Board has not
exceeded that authodty.
