2010 Acts Ch. 874, Item 79(D) (2010-2012 Budget) directed the State Board of Elections to
adopt a regulation providing a $25 filing fee for nonelectronic filing with a waiver for indigence.
The proposed regulation was filed in the Town Hall and certified by the Attorney General in
2010, then approved by the Governor and published as final in 2012. On May 15, 2013, the
Board announced a periodic review of all of its regulations pursuant to Regulation 20-10-120
calling for a review of all regulations after each presidential election. The public comment
period for Chapter 9 opened June 3, 2013, and closed June 24, 2014. One comment was
received. The Board at its meeting on August 23, 2013, approved the staff recommendation to
retain this regulation without change.
