There have been no complaints from the public concerning the regulation. The regulation is not 
unnecessarily complex. There is no overlap with federal or state law or regulations. The agency 
has determined that no changes have occurred in the area affected by this regulation since the 
last periodic review that would make it necessary to amend or repeal the regulation. The agency 
has determined that that current version of the regulation is consistent with current industry 
practices and is the least burdensome and least intrusive alternative.
