The incurson of these two diseases would have
not only amgor economic impact on Virginias poultry industry, but amgor impact on public
health because contaminated food can be a source of infection for man. The regulation
establishes the reporting of the disease in flocks, testing of poultry, quarantine of infected flocks,
and the controls applied to flocks that are sources of hatching eggs within the Commonwedth of
Virginia

requires the State Board of Agriculture and Consumer Services, the State Veterinarian, and dl
other veterinarians within the Commonwealth to use their best efforts to protect the domestic
animds and poultry from disease. Consequently, the State Board of Agriculture and Consumer
Searvices and the State Veterinarian shal establish rules and regulations to establish livestock and
poultry disease surveillance, control, and eradication programs to prevent the possible spread of
diseases. Furthermore the duties of the State Veterinarian, including the authority to quarantine
animas and possibly persons, in cases of animal disease are specified in these sections.
