Mr. Street opened the meeting and thanked attendees for participating. He said the intent
was to bring together the best minds in the business for issues related to nutrients and
how to address this in the Stormwater Management regul ations.

Mr. Street said there had been much interest in the program and that the issue was critical
to the Virginia Stormwater Management program.
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Mr. Street referenced the Working Draft for Part |1 and Part 111 of the Stormwater
Regulations. A copy of thisworking draft isincluded as attachment #1.

Overview of nitrogen and phosphorus criteria included in Virginia’s working draft
stormwater Technical Criteria

Mr. Street gave an overview of the nitrogen and phosphorus criteriaincluded in the
working draft. He referenced Section 4V AC50-60-63 regarding Water Quality.

Mr. Street said these numbers were established through scientific studies which analyzed
what levels of nitrogen, phosphorus and sediment were needed to meet state water quality
standards. He said that to meet those |oads the state devel oped tributary strategies that
provide specific pathways to achieve the reductions.

A member asked if the philosophy was for no net increase.

Mr. Street said that if undeveloped land were meeting the tributary strategy there would
be no net increase.

Mr. Street said the main concern isto meet water quality standards.

Mr. Street said that while there were many questions with regard to the model or the
tributary strategies, the focus should be on accepting the numbers presented by them.
Overview of nutrient load accounting methodol ogies

Mr. Schueler gave a presentation regarding nutrient load accounting methodologies.

Mr. Schueler said that to actually reduce nutrients on the ground, it was necessary to look
at past experience.

He said the Bay is one area that the state has been dealing with for over four decades. He
said there was along way to go in dealing with the impacts of land development. Local
and state programs can be more of a problem in dealing with this than the technology
available.
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Mr. Schueler said that the minimization of actively managed turf is a key component of a
solution. He said the basic strategy was to minimize impervious cover and turf cover
while maximizing forest cover. Thisisnot easy to do in a stormwater plan environment.
A member said that nutrient management plans would help with actively managed turfs.
Another member said credits need to be verifiable, computable and enforceable.

Mr. Schueler said that it was easier to get lower levels of phosphorus than nitrogen.

He said there is a conspicuous lack of data with regard to things like bioretention.

Mr. Battiata said the reason for the committee was to address the concern that whatever
methodology was adopted is achievable. He said that if every development with over a
certain percentage of impervious cover were going to be forced to go off site or pay a

large fee, there would be challenges.

A member said that the goal is to have the tools, whether through credits, site designs or
BMPs so that the reduction can be accomplished on site.

A member said that while the regulations should make sure development and stormwater
are doing their share of reductions, agriculture and point source reduction goals should
also be met.

Mr. Street said it was important to determine what is attainable. If there are going to be
nitrogen and phosphorus criteria, the load cal culating methodology should be determined.
This should be given to DCR as input into the crafting of the regulations.

A member said that it was important to have the locality support these concepts.

Mr. Hill said that the concern was not new development, but what the final development
will be and what the rates are coming from that site. What is the impervious area of the
site? Where is the road?

A member expressed a concern that this would be setting a predevel oped |oad or target
that post development had to achieve.

At this time the committee recessed for lunch.

Mr. Street said that he wanted to make sure that the committee identified the issues
associated with the methodol ogies and how these would be applied.
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He said it was more an issue for the TAC and DCR to determine the correct numbers or if
they should be modified.

Mr. Street noted that there would be another TAC established to revise the stormwater
handbook. That iswhere the detailed questions will be addressed.

A member said that what the Chesapeake Bay manual has for efficiencies should be
compared to what the tributary strategies have.

Another member said that the Bay model had not applied much in terms of BMP
efficiencies. The numbers are there, but the data has not been plugged in.

A member said he would prefer to consider more current data that has been collected
with regard to BMPs.

A member asked if the committee would consider both nitrogen and phosphorus or only
one.

Another member said that if nitrogen were not addressed there would be nitrogen
pollution. From awater quality standpoint it isimportant to address both.

Issuesfor TAC consider ation:

* Theconsideration of nitrogen and phosphorustogether.
* Theconsideration of nitrogen loadsin the Coastal plain.

A member asked if nitrogen should be considered for agriculture while phosphorus
should be considered in urban aress.

A member asked if the handbook should be regulatory in terms of having arigid set of
standards.

Mr. Street asked members to comment on other items for consideration. The following
points were raised:

e Thiswill be ahard séll to the devel opment community.

» Theengineers have to have flexibility.

» Stick with the concept of one pollutant or the other for continuity
purposes, most likely phosphorus.

* Make sure concentrations are based on the Chesapeake Bay model.

* We have not seen removal efficiencies for nitrogen.

* The"“inlieu of fees’ should be flexible within the urban watershed.

* The bar for stormwater management needs to be raised.
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» Standards may mean that alot of projects are no longer economically
viable.
* Makesurethat site design is part of meeting the goals, not just treatment.
Mr. Street and Mr. Dowling thanked members for their participation.

The meeting was adjourned.

Part Il Stormwater Management Program Technical Criteria

4VAC50—60 40. Authorltv and appllcablllty

Pursuant to the Virginia Stormwater Management Law, 8 10.1-603.2 et seqg. of the
Code of Virginia, the Board is required to take actions ensuring the general health, safety
and welfare of the citizens of the Commonwealth as well as protecting the quality and
quantity of state waters from the potential harm of unmanaged stormwater. In addition to
other authority granted to the Board under the Stormwater Management L aw, the Board
is authorized pursuant to 88 10.1-603.2:1 and 10.1-603.4 to adopt regul ations that specify
minimum technical criteriafor stormwater management programsin Virginia, to
establish statewide standards for stormwater management from land disturbing activities,
and to ensure that there will be no unreasonable degradation of properties [EPA WILL
PROVIDE A DEFINITION FOR CONSIDERATION], water quality, stream channels,
and other natural resources.

| n accordance with the Board’ s authority, this part establishes the minimum
technical criteria and stormwater management standards that shall be employed by a
delegated or state-administered local stormwater management program to protect the
quality and quantity of state waters from the potential harm of unmanaged stormwater
runoff resulting from land disturbing activities.

4V AC50-60-50. General. Repeal

4V AC50-60-53. General Requirements

The natural, physical, chemical, biological and hydrologic characteristics and the
water quality and guantity of the receiving state waters shall be maintained, protected, or
improved tothe-maximum-extent practicable in accordance with these requlations.
Purposes include but are not limited to supporting state designated uses and water quality
standards.

4VAC50-60-56. Applicability of other laws and regulations

Land disturbing activities shall comply with all applicable laws and regulations
related to stormwater management, including but not limited to the Virginia Stormwater
Management Law, Virginia Erosion and Sediment Control Law and the Chesapeake Bay
Preservation Act except as provided in § 10.1-603.3 subsection | and all applicable
regulations adopted in accordance with those laws. Nothing in this chapter shall be
construed as limiting the rights of other federal and state agencies from imposing stricter
technical criteria or other requirements as allowed by law.

4V AC50-60-60. Water quality. Repeal
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4V AC50-60-63. Water Quality

In order to protect the quality of state waters and to control nonpoint source
pollution, alocal program shall apply the following minimum technical criteriaand
statewide standards for stormwater management to land disturbing activities:

A. Pursuant to 810.1-603.4, the Board is authorized to establish minimum design
criteriafor measures to control nonpoint source pollution. In order to address periodic
modifications due to continuing advances in types of control measures and engineering
methods, such design criteria guidance is provided in the Virginia Stormwater
Management Handbook. In requiring the implementation of such control measures on
the development site of the land disturbing activity, alocal program shall, at a minimum,
incorporate the following technical criteriaand stormwater management standards:

1. A local program shall require new devel opment for+residential-uses on
undevel oped land to implement control measures with minimum design criteria such that
the post-devel opment pollutant load of the development site shall not exceed 922 0.28
pounds of total phosphorus per acre per year and 2.68 pounds of total nitrogen per acre

phosphorus per-acre per-year-

3-2. A local program shall require that projects occurring on prior developed lands
achieve a44% reduction in total phosphorous load and 28% reduction in total nitrogen
load from pre-existing conditions. The post-development pollutant load for projects
occurring on prior developed lands shall not be required to be less than 0.28 pounds of

3. Total nitrogen load and total phosphorus load shall be calculated using a method
approved by the Department-provided in the Virginia Stormwater M anagement
Handbook.

4. In addition to the above reguirements, if aland disturbing activity discharges
stormwater to a segment of a state water that has been designated as impaired by the
303(d) Impaired Waters List and aTMDL for that segment has been established and
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approved by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, alocal program shall
require that additional control measures be implemented such that post-devel opment
conditions are targeted toward the improvement of water quality for the listed impairment
to the maximum extent practicable.

B. If the local program allows for offsite controls, and if the applicant
demonstrates to the satisfaction of the local program authority that post-devel opment
pollutant load water quality technical criteria setout in subsection A cannot be achieved
onsite, offsite control s-and-+ateufees; may be considered to achieve the necessary
reduction per the following:

1. New development pollutant |oads shall not exceed 0.37 pounds of total
phosphorus per acre per year and 3.5 pounds of total nitrogen per acre per year through
onsite [WHAT IF ADJACENT TREATMENT] controls. Projects occurring on prior
developed lands shall at a minimum achieve a 33% reduction in total phosphorous load
and 21% reduction in total nitrogen load from pre-existing conditions through onsite
controls.

2. Once the minimum onsite phosphorus and nitrogen load and reduction criteria
setout in subsection B1 have been met, offsite practices acceptable to the local program
authority shall be utilized to meet the remaining required pollutant load reductions for the
development or redevelopment project. The offsite reductions shall be achieved within
the same HUC or the adjacent downstream HUC per guidance provided in the Virginia
Stormwater M anagement Handbook.

3. If thelocal program alowsfor aninlieu fee, and if the applicant has
demonstrated to the satisfaction of the local program authority that the criteria setout in

subsection B2 cannot be met then the remaining Ioad reductlons shall be achieved by:

established by the local program for the restricted purpose of achieving the required load
reductions pursuant to a Board approved plan and schedule.

B C. The ut|I|zat| on of nonpoint source pollution control measures, |ncI udi nq best
management practices (BMPs), not included in the Virginia Stormwater M anagement
Handbook which target appropriate nonpoint source pollutants or address water quality
standards or goals may be utilized in meeting the technical criteria and stormwater
management standards of subsection A at the discretion of the local program authority
provided calculations and scientific studies verify pollutant reductions.

S D. A local stormwater management program shall encourage the reduction of
impervious cover and the implementation of LID in achieving the technical criteria set
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forth in subsection A. The reductions achieved by L1D measures shall be calculated per
the quidance provided in the Virginia Stormwater Management Handbook.

4VAC 50-60-66 Water Quantity

In order to protect state waters from the potential harms of unmanaged guantities of
stormwater runoff, the following technical criteria and statewide standards for stormwater
management shall apply to land disturbing activities:

A. Properties and state waters receiving stormwater runoff from any land-disturbing
activity shall be protected from sediment deposition, erosion and damage due to changes
in runoff rate of flow and hydrologic characteristics, including but not limited to, changes
in volume, velocity, frequency, duration, and peak flow rate of stormwater runoff in
accordance with the minimum water quantity standards set out in this section and the
guidance found in the Virginia Stormwater Management Handbook.

B. Pursuant to 810.1-603.4:7, alocal program shall require that land disturbing
activities.

1. Maintain post-devel opment runoff rate of flow and runoff characteristics that
replicate, as nearly as practicable, the existing predevel opment runoff characteristics and
site hydrology , or

2. If stream channel erosion or localized flooding is an existing predevel opment
condition, the proposed |and disturbing activity shall maintain or improve upenthe
contributing shareof the existing predevelopment runoff characteristics and site
hydrology per design-methodelegy-and-caleulations quidance found in the Virginia
Stormwater Management Handbook.

C. Any land disturbing activity shall satisfy the requirements of subsection B above
if the practices implemented on the site are designed to:

1. Detain the water quality volume and to release it over 48 hours;

2. Detain and release over a 24-hour period the expected rainfall resulting from the
one year, 24 hour storm; and

3. Reduce the allowable peak flow rate resulting from the 1.5, 2, and 10-year, 24-
hour storms to alevel that islessthan or equal to the peak flow rate from the site
assuming that it was in good forested condition, achieved through multiplication of the
forested peak flow rate by areduction factor that is equal to the runoff volume from the
site when it was in a good forested condition divided by the runoff volume from the site
in its proposed condition.

Such land disturbing activity shall further be exempt from any flow rate capacity
and velocity requirements for natural or manmade channels as defined in any other
section of this regulation.

D. For the purposes of determining compliance with subsection B, alocal program
shall require the following:

1. Pre-development stream characteristics shall be verified by physical surveys and
calculations that are consistent with good engineering practices that are acceptable to the
local program authority.

2. Flooding and channel erosion impacts to receiving streams due to land-disturbing
activities shall be calculated for each point of discharge from the land disturbance and
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such calculations shall include any runoff from the balance of the watershed which also
contributes to that point of discharge. Flooding and channel erosion impacts shall be
evaluated taking the entire upstream watershed into account, including the modifications
from the planned land disturbance. Good engineering practices and cal culations shall be
used to demonstrate post devel opment stream characteristics, flooding and channel
€rosion impacts.

3. For purposes of computing predevelopment runoff, all perviouslandsin the site
shall be assumed prior to development to be in good condition (if the lands are pastures,
lawns, or parks), with good cover (if the lands are woods), or with conservation treatment
(if the lands are cultivated); regardless of conditions existing at the time of computation.
Predevel opment runoff calculations utilizing other land cover values may be utilized
provided that it is demonstrated to and approved by the local program authority that
actual site conditions warrant such considerations.

E. A local stormwater management program shall encourage the reduction of
impervious cover and the implementation of LID in achieving water quantity reductions.
The reductions achieved by LID measures shall be calculated per the guidance provided
in the Virginia Stormwater Management Handbook.

h. Inspection schedul es, maintenance agreements and sources for funding the
maintenance of all stormwater management BMPs;

i. Right-of-entry agreements or easements from the owner for purposes of
inspection and maintenance;

|. Agreements between the local program and the owner that states where
maintenance or repair is neglected, or the stormwater management BM P becomes a
danger to public health or safety, the local program has the authority to perform the work
and to recover the costs from the owner;

F k. All stormwater management plans shall be appropriately sealed and signed by
aprofessional in adherence to all minimum standards and requirements pertaining to the
practice of that profession in accordance with Chapter 4 of Title 54.1 of the Code of
Virginia and attendant regulations, and

i 1. The person responsible for the development project shall certify that all land
clearing, construction, land development and drainage will be done according to the
approved plan.

2. Upon receipt of a plan, the locality shall have 15 calendar days to determine the
administrative completeness of the plan and notify the applicant of its determination. If a
plan is deemed to be administratively incomplete based on the criteria setout in
subsection B1 of this section, the locality must identify in writing the reasons the plan is
deemed deficient.

5. Number and type of VSMP general permit and individual permit enforcement
actions for the menth quarter; and

6. Number of exceptions applied for and whether granted or denied for the raenth

uarter.

B. The Department shall keep records in accordance with the following:

1. Permit files shall be kept by the Department for 5 years after permit
termination. After 5 years, the registration statements, notices of coverage and notices of
termination shall be archived at the Library of Virginiain accordance with its regulations.

2. BMP maintenance agreements, design standards and specifications, post-
construction surveys, inspection reports, and maintenance records shall be maintained by
the Department in perpetuity or until the program is delegated.

3. Other records shall be maintained in accordance with the regulations of the
Library of Virginia.

Part 111C
Department of Conservation and Recr eation local program review procedur es

4V AC50-60-156. Authority and Applicability.

This part specifies the criteria that the Department will utilize in reviewing a
locality’ s administration of a stormwater management program pursuant to 810.1-603.12
following the delegation of alocal stormwater management program to that locality by
the Board in accordance with the Virginia Stormwater Management Law and these

regulations.

4V AC50-60-157. Stormwater M anagement Program Review.

A. The Department shall periadieathy-review each Board approved program once
every five years on areview schedule approved by the Board. |n addition, the
Department may be requested by the locality or the genera public to review alocal
program on amore frequent basis.

B. The Board approved review of alocal program shall consist of the following:

1. A personal interview between Department staff and the local program
administrator or his designee;

2. A review of the local ordinance(s) and other applicable documents;

3. A review of plans approved by the locality and consistency of application;

4. An inspection of regulated activities; and

5. A review of enforcement actions.
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C. To the maximum extent practicable the Department will coordinate the reviews
with other local government program reviews to avoid redundancy.

D. The Department shall determine if the program and ordinance are consistent
with the state stormwater management regulations and notify the local program of its
findings.

E. If the Department determines that the deficiencies noted in the review will
cause the local program to be inconsistent with the Stormwater Management Act and its
attendant regulations, the Department shall notify the local program concerning the
deficiencies and provide areasonable period of time for corrective action to be taken. If
the local program fails to take the corrective action within the specified time, the
Department may formally request the Board to take action pursuant to 810.1-603.12 of
the Code of Virginia.

Part 111D
Virginia Soil and Water Conservation Board delegation proceduresfor local

programs

4V AC50-60-158. Authority and Applicability.

Section 10.1-603.4:1 requires that the Board establish standards and procedures
for delegating the authority for administering a stormwater management program to
localities. In accordance with that reguirement, and with the further authority conferred
upon the Board by the Virginia Stormwater Management Law, 810.1-603.2 et seq., this
part specifies the procedures the Board will utilize in delegating a stormwater
management program to alocality.

4V AC50-60-159. Delegation Proceduresfor local stormwater management
programs.

A. A locality required to operate a program in accordance with 810.1-603.3 A or
those electing to seek seeking-del egation must submit to the Board an application
package which, at a minimum, contains the following:

1. Thelocal program ordinance(s) and-otherappHecable documents;

2. A funding and staffing plan;

3. The policies and procedures, including but not limited to, agreements with Soil
and Water Conservation Districts, adjacent localities, or other entities, for the
administration, plan review, permit issuance, inspection and enforcement components of
the program;_and

4. The process by which the locality will collect permit fees and submit for
deposit on amonthly basis to the Virginia Stormwater Management Fund.

B. Upon receipt of an application package, the Board or its designee shall have 15
days to determine the compl eteness of the application package. |f an application package
is deemed to be incompl ete based on the criteria setout in subsection A of this section, the
Board or its designee must identify in writing the reasons the application package is
deemed deficient.
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C. Upon receipt of a complete application package, the Board or its designee shall
have a maximum of 90 calendar days for the review of the application package. During
the 90-day review period, the Board or its designee shall either approve or disapprove the
application and communicate its decision to the locality in writing. |If the application is
not approved, the reasons for not approving the application shall be provided to the
locality in writing. Approval or denial shall be based on the application’s compliance
with the Virginia Stormwater Management Law and these regulations.
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
