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MINUTES

The State Board of Elections Board Meeting was held on Friday, February 28,
2014. The meeting was held in the Washington Building, Room B27 in Richmond,
Virginia. In attendance, representing the State Board of Elections (SBE) was Charles
Judd, Chair; Donald Palmer, Secretary; Edgardo Cortés, Deputy Secretary; Kristina Perry
Stoney, Senior Assistant Attorney General and SBE Counsel; Matt Abell, Election
Services Lead; Gary Fox, Voting Technology Specialist and Rose Mansfield, Executive
Assistant. Chairman Judd called the meeting to order at 2:00PM.

The first order of business was the Ascertainment of the February 25, 2014
Special Election in House of Delegates 100. Matt Abell, Elections Services Lead,
explained the process.

Chairman Judd asked if there was any other business to come before the Board for
the Good of the Order and with there being none Chairman Judd made a motion to
adjourn. Secretary Palmer seconded the motion and the Board unanimously passed the
motion.
