In order 
to allow the Board sufficient time for its other business, the total time allotted to public comment will be 
limited to thirty (30) minutes at the beginning of the meeting with additional time allotted at the end of 
the meeting for individuals who have not had a chance to be heard.  Speakers will be limited to 10 minutes 
each with shorter time frames provided at the Chairman’s discretion to accommodate large numbers of 
speakers.   

2. Those wishing to speak to the Board are strongly encouraged to contact Wendy Hoffman at 804-588-3903 
three or more business days prior to the meeting.  Persons not registered prior to the day of the Board 
meeting will speak after those who have pre-registered.  Normally, speakers will be scheduled in the order 
that their requests are received.  Where issues involving a variety of views are presented before the Board, 
the Board reserves the right to allocate the time available so as to insure that the Board hears from 
different points of view on any particular issue.  Groups wishing to address a single subject are urged to 
designate a spokesperson.  Speakers are urged to confine their comments to topics relevant to the Board’s 
purview.
