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II. Funding and Budget Issues (Ms. Robyn deSocio, State Compensation Board)

Ms. deSocio reported on Budget and Funding Issues. She advised that salary increases
planned for FY 17 were contingent upon revenues, which were not met, therefore, pay
raises will not move forward. Additional action will be required by the legislature for
these pay increases to occur. No other trigger will reinstate the increases without
action by the legislature. The compression increases for jail staff were contingent upon
revenues as well and will not go forward without action b egislature. In the
meantime, the Compensation Board will continue to 1 time of service for jail
staff to improve the data in the event future compre d raises are approved.
New funding for the Master Deputy program was t upon revenues and

Pamunkey Regional Jail’ ve bed addition was
completed on September 6, 2016. Southampton Jail F ining hall completion is
expected by the end of this month. Piedmont Regio ndergoing a changeover
from a jail board to a jail authority which will take'30-60 days. This has delayed the
design of a new intake, with an anticipated pu k of the co ion date of June
2018. Prince William-Manassas Regional J hase II expansio s submitted for
review on July 22, 2016 and an anticipa pletion is expected i‘st 2019.
