Greg Hopkins introduced Mrs. Jenna Easton, the guest presenter from the 

Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ). Mrs. Easton provided an overview of the new 

trauma screening tool that they will use to replace the ACEs. The new screening tool, 

which was developed as a part of the VA HEALS Trauma-Informed Model of 

Service Delivery, will identify trauma and victimization experiences and symptoms 

for youth under DJJ supervision.
