A summary of the 
plan will be presented at the meeting. Citizens are invited to provide comment on the plan and 
will learn how they can be part of implementing the plan to improve water quality in the 
watershed.

o Once the plan is approved, it will be eligible for DEQ Nonpoint Source 319(h) 

funds. The next opportunity to apply for these funds will be summer 2023 (with 
activities starting in fall 2024) or summer of 2024 (with activities starting in fall 
2025), depending on EPA approval date.
