Background: Existing regulations must be examined at least every four years to review
statutory authority and assure that the regulations do not exceed the Board’s statutory authority.
Investigation should be conducted for any alternatives to the regulation and any need to modify
the regulation to meet current needs.

FROM 1-95 NORTH OF RICHMOND
Continue south on I-95 into the downtown area.
Take Exit 74B, Franklin Street.
Follow Directions Below: ‘Continue Downtown’

FROM 1-95 SOUTH OF RICHMOND
Cross the bridge over the James River.
Exit to your Right on exit 74C— Route 360 (17th Street is one-way) and continue to Broad Street.
