Remarks from the DRS Commissioner — Patti Goodall

The Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative (CNI) Trust Fund Advisory@bas decided not to issue any Requests for
Proposals in 2011 and possibly not 2012 due to declining revenue and the lack of intetlestfand since July 2009
(originally, the Fund received interest on a quarterly basis, but due to bedgetions, the Commonwealth has taken the
Fund’s interest for other purposes). Three grants currently funded hawvehaeged from quarterly allotments to
monthly reimbursements to assist in monthly cash management. ¥mewbhues are steady but low, so the CNI
Advisory Board will be watching revenue closely in the next coupleonitns to assess the ability of the Fund to
maintain current grantees and to plan for issuance of future RFPs.

New Business

Legislative Items

Michelle Witt, Chair of the Virginia Alliance of Brain Injurye®vice Providers, reported that there have not been any
changes since the last Council meeting with the exception of secuningg#r the two budget amendments endorsed
by the Alliance. The first budget amendment would restore funding to thdustdesl programs (approximately
$194,000 which represents the 5% cut received in 2010 General Assemblyec®hd budget amendment
(approximately $547,000) would provide more funding to existing state-funded pratparase currently funded below
the base level of $150,000 and for other critical unfunded services (easgenin Tidewater and clubhouse program in
Roanoke). The Brain Injury Association of Virginia has talking pointk wiore details that were distributed to each
Council member.



Brain Injury Awareness Day at the General Assembly is Wednesdaydfg 2. Invitations were distributed yesterday at
the General Assembly by the Brain Injury Association of Virginia aathbers of the Alliance of Brain Injury Service
Providers.

Anne McDonnell, Executive Director of the Brain Injury Association wfMia presented other updates of interest to the
Council. There was no bill introduced this year to repeal motadsel. There is a bill to make it illegal for a child

under the age of eight to ride a motorcycle. There was a bill to rdwlinets for mopeds but the bill died in committee.
The Virginia Departments of Health, Medical Assistance iSesy and Behavioral Health & Development Services are in
discussions on how to handle difficult placements. There is $5M in thetttodagdress neurobehavioral issues with
persons with intellectual disabilities and developmental disabilitig is not an option at this time for brain injury
(however, BIAV and the Alliance are continuing to seek systems changje aré¢a).

Michelle added that John Pezzoli, Deputy Director of the Departmenthaivigeal Health and Developmental Services,
attended the Alliance meeting earlier in the day and thanked him feevise. The Alliance had the opportunity to
share how brain injury fits into the crisis stabilization and neurobehacimmaerns.

The Council discussed the impact of other pertinent issues of concern shelHaglth Care Reform Initiative, the
shootings in Tucson resulting in Rep. Gabriel Gifford’s injury, and the noedierage of brain injury.

Brainsteps Program

Fran Rooker, co-founder of The Jason Foundation, presented on “Brain Stppsgtam that is being used in other states
to provide intensive educational supports to school age children with hjiaiy i She has begun discussions with other
states and with the Virginia Department of Education with the @faalplicating this or a similar program in Virginia.
Benefits of the program were presented as having an additional seroieghtta statewide process, specialized
instruction, greater opportunity to succeed with standards of learning,pradeatative step in regard to juvenile
detention. Anne McDonnell added that she attended the meeting astlaid would like to commend the Department of
Education for their efforts over the past two yedslli Williams recommended that this item be placed on the

agenda for the Executive Committee Retreat scheduled for Febany 15, 2011; there was no opposition voiced.

Updates from DRS —Patti Goodall

There is a new DRS Service Iltem Code for Therapeutic Behaeraices, which can now be purchased by DRS
Vocational Rehabilitation Counselors and other staff. This code inclyg@ged Behavioral Analysis and/or Positive
Behavior Support. A pilot program has been implemented in Henrico arfiaxR@orking with consumers who have
autism or brain injury.

The Department of Rehabilitative Services is again facing budgattieals. The Long Term Case Management program
is slated to face a budget cut.

Pat Norton presented information on the PAS/BI Program (Personataks=s Services for People with Brain Injury).
This small program is the only one in the country offering Persosgistance Services specifically for people with brain
injury. The program was initially funded at $80K in 1985, but has been ttu&&7 currently. There will be a call for
referrals to demonstrate the need for funding. There are currentlp&-4pgen. Eligibility is based on need for physical
assistance and each applicant undergoes a careful screening andesgseRkease contact Patti Goodall or Pat Norton

Our Federal
Grant officer, Rebecca Desrocher, and our Technical Assistansert,i@imy Horn, led the call. They reviewed
our progress on grant activities and deliverables to date (grant be@d1/10). DRS also submitted its FY '11
Noncompeting Continuation Performance Report (Narrative and Budget) on JARuaéil.

To develop education and training materials to guide DJJ perdarsw@kening evaluating, and providing treatment
to incarcerated juveniles with brain injury.

To provide training to DJJ staff using a “train the trainer” model.

To disseminate information on prevalence, screening, evatiadind intervention protocols with incarcerated
juveniles with brain injury.

To prepare a final report with recommendations to brain ingeyvice providers, educators, researchers,
policymakers, relevant State agencies, and other key stdketdior screening and working effectively with
incarcerated juvenile offenders with brain injury.

Project Accomplishments:

DJJ Behavioral Services staff has been trained to admmingstere, and interpret the results of a series of four
sensitive neuropsychological tests; brain injury screening instrunmehimedical records review.

Complete data has been collected on over 250 subjects, and datdsaisabeing performed by DJJ staff with
advice from VCU faculty to gain a clear view of prevalence, correlateseffects of TBI among the population.

Comprehensive literature review re. best practices for chilchdaltscent TBI screening in correctional and general
medical settings is ongoing, with planned submission for publication in early 2011.

Brain Injury Association of Virginia and VCU are planning a ol Brain Injury and Juvenile Justice Policy
summit to bring together HRSA staff, leading researcher® ag@ncy stakeholders, policy makers, and advocacy
professionals from all over the country to discuss bestipeacand policy alternatives. A summary document
describing challenges, discussions, plans, and recommendations will beg@@pad circulated after the meeting.
