MINUTE NO. 6 — Mountain Valley Pipeline-Update

Mr. Matthew Stafford provided an update on the Mountain Valley Pipeline (MVP) project.
She discussed (i) the status of the project, (ii) current construction activities and (iii) compliance
monitoring activities.

Mr. Stafford reported that MVP is continuing communication with the Federal Energy
Regulatory Commission (FERC), the US Forest Service and the US Fish and Wildlife Service to
resolve issues that caused their approvals to be remanded by the 4® Circuit Court. At this time,
the project has not resumed any forward progress and the primary activities are the inspection
and maintenance of environmental controls and stabilization measures.

Finally, Mr. Stafford noted that during the period since the last Board meeting, no complaints
were received by DEQ and there were no findings of non-compliance.
