Charlottesville-Albemarle Airport is located in Albemarle County, Virginia, approximately seven miles north of
the City of Charlottesville. The Airport is bound on the south and east by Dickerson Road (State Route 606) and
on the west and north by Earlysville Road (State Route 743) and residential areas.

During peak travel periods, all of the airports public parking spaces were being utilized. In order to
accommodate growing passenger traffic and those using the public parking lots, additional parking was
required. Recognizing the immediate need and to prevent passenger frustration with not being able to find
adequate parking, the Authority funded the design and construction expenses of the project through its operating
budget. The existing Economy Parking Lot was expanded by 88 additional parking spots. This development
was identified as Item 55 “Overflow Parking Lot Expansion” on the Airport Layout Plan.

The scope of the project consisted of the expansion of the Existing Economy Parking Lot in the terminal area as
well as the extension of the sidewalk along the airport’s internal loop road (Bowen Loop Road) to permit
passengers to walk to the terminal.

The construction site was within the borders of the Airport property. The project included approximately 3,000
SY of new parking lot pavement, parking lot lighting and sidewalk, as well as supporting drainage and
stormwater management facilities, and landscaping to meet site development requirements

Currently all T-Hangars and Box hangars are 100 percent full. We need more hangars which we can fill and
help attract new businesses and generate additional revenue for the airport. This project will be key to us being
a financially secure GA airport. We have one Citation jet that makes its home here at Louisa County (KLKU)
airport. Currently this aircraft takes up space in our only maintenance hangar. The managing company of the
Citation jet would like to relocate another jet most likely a Gulfstream G-150 and operate their business out of
our airport.

The Virginia Tech - Montgomery Regional Airport Authority is requesting funds for the installation of
additional security cameras at the Virginia Tech - Montgomery Executive Airport.

Recent security walk-through’s have identified several areas for security camera improvements. The
airport presently has 9-installed security cameras.

The existing Taxiway “H” is 25° wide with an Object Free Area (OFA) of 86°. However, there is
an aircraft based in one of the existing hangars along Taxiway “H” that meets Airport Design Group
ADG) II guidance requirements.
