Mr. Johnson commented on the obstruction issue. Just be car eful how you handle
thisand safety isthe primary issue.

Mr. Franklin commented safety isan important to everything we do. He had
trouble over thisproblem. He can seethat the board istrying to balance safety with
common sense and thisisthe best decision they can make.

Mr. Wagner indor ses safety 100% . Money should not bereleased until theairport is
safe and the obstructions cleared or the appropriate mediation ismade. A motion
will be madeto hopefully keep thisfrom happen again.

Mr. Dix commented when they display thethreshold it pullstheairport into
compliance and thereisno obstacle intrusion with the displacement threshold. The
airport has become safe at that point.

Mr. Wagner commented the clearing of the obstruction as being the primary goal
not the displacement of the threshold.

Mr. Dix made a motion regar ding helping clarify theissue of obstructions and
funding in the conflict area.

M otion

Requirethe sponsorsto give the board a documentation that the obstruction does
not exit. Certification from either a photo slope or a 5010 survey by the state, or a
survey by aregistered surveyor on sitethat there are no obstructions before they file
thisapplication and give them 60 daysif they are notified of an obstruction that they
have 60 in which to rectify the situation.

Isthere period of timethat that survey would be considered valid? 12 monthsfor
anything that has been done by the State or photo slope and if you have that 12
months prior to the application then it will be accepted (Obstruction Free) but the
main thing about the photo slopsit givesthe sponsor the ability to spot pending
growth into their obstruction area and they need to addressthat immediately.

Staff comments:

Mr. Burnette commented they are not licensed surveyors. The Department goes out
and does a quality control type of survey to give you more magnitude of potential
obstructions. His under standing of the motion isa 12 month period you request
funding you would have had a 5010 survey completed by someone, a state licensing
survey by the Department or a current photo slope document in hand or you can go
out an survey your self and use State maintenance fundsto pay for it. Basically you
have to have one of those four documentsin your hand current beforethe
Department can recommend funding to theboard. Mr. Wagner agreestothis
statement.
