There were no public comments,

Dr. Watkins asked if the Committee members had reviewed the February 2,
2018 minutes and asked if there were any cotrections needed. Dr. Bonwell
moved to accept the minutes presented. The motion was seconded and passed.

ADJOURNMENT:

Acceptance of Clinical Examinations

ADHA - Dr. Bonwell acknowledged the letter included in the agenda package and
shared the information presented at the recent SRTA meeting. Extensive conversation
went forth surrounding ADHA’s support to eliminate clinical exams.

ADEA - Ms, Reen informed the Committee that this matter continues to come before
the Board and should be addressed by the Committee. Ms. Reen stated when licensing
by credentials the Board must be aware what will be good for Virginia. The
information for ADHA and ADEA will be added to the September Board Meeting

package.

Acceptance of Regivnal Exams - Ms. Reen informed the Committee that it must
review the examinations of all the regional testing agencies and recommend to the
Board which examinations are acceptable. Ms. Reen stated there are inconsistencies
between regional exams and how results are reported, which seem to change year to
year, Currently, the prosthodontics section of the WREB exam is optional and is a
required section of all other regional exams. There is a concern that many applicants
are applying with no intention to practice in Virginia.

Dr. Watkins asked if it would be beneficial for a Board representative to be part of
each exam agency in order to keep up with the changes that take place.

Ms. Reen informed the Committee that Guidance Document 60-25, as currently
written, cannot be enforced. Ms. Reen suggested that consideration should be given
to possibly accepting ADEX exams only and that the Board put a new policy in place.
The Board can make changes to this Guidance Document in September. Mr.
Rutkowski reminded the Committee that guidance documents are not enforceable as
law and recommended a regulatory change. Ms. Reen stated the Board can choose to
adopt a fast-track regulatory action at the September Board meeting.

Dr. Dawson made a motion to change Guidance Document 60-25 to read “All
examinations taken after January 1, 2019 must include, at a minimum, sections on
Endodontics; Prosthodontics; operative dentistry consisting of a Posterior Class II and
Anterior Class III restorations; and Periodontal” for dental licensure applicants by
examination or credentials. This motion was seconded by Dr. Bonwell and passed.

Dr. Bonwell made a motion to adopt a regulatory action to change the policy for exam
acceptance under the section of licensure by examinations and credentials.

The next Exam Committee meeting is being considered for September 13, 2018.

With all business concluded, the meeting adjourned at 2:54pm

Successful completion of a gection Is
contingent on & passlng score of 75 or more of the specified criteria In any and all procadures within that section,
Successful complstion of the examination requires passing afl thres (or four if taking Periodontal) sections. The clinical
examination is given in an open format. Candidates may parform the clinlcal procsdures as they wigh, providing the
guldalines for aach procedure as outlined In the Dantal Candidate Manus| are folowed.

The technical procedures, a5 well as he spacific materiale used in the restorative Dentistry examinations shall be the
candidate's own choice. Sallsfaclory patisnt treatment Is the criterion for acceptanca or relection of any method,
procedure or material used. Tha Southern Reglonal Testing Agency examines candidates with varying education
hackgrounde, Because univarsities teach different preparations, SRTA does not look for gne typa of standard
preparation.

The examiners et all sites are exparienced practitioners with diverse backgrounds. The examiners are trained and
standardized prior 1o each examination and era evaluated to assurs grading to established oriteria. The examinars are
separated from the candidates and will remein in the “Evalustion Area” of the dini¢. The candidates must observe all
signs and follow inetructions 80 as to not breach anonymity. Anonymity Is preserved betwaen the scoring examiners
and the candidates, but not among the examinens themssives. Examiners may consult with one another whanever
necassary. There are limes when felrness raguires consultation between axamlnare.

Each candidate must fumish all patlents, necessary materials and Instruments Including high and slow speed hand
pleces. Patlents must be at least 14 years of age. A parent or guardian must be avalfable in the waiting area during
treatment and provide written congent for minors under the age of 18.

©On day one of the examination, candidates taking the complele examination are required to register prior to prisntatlon
and are expacted to attend the orientation sasslon/presentation whan specific Instructions for the exam will be glven,
An oppartunity for questions and answers will be provided after the presentation is completed. Only candidatas
registerad for the examinaticn are parmitted to ethend the orientaticn sassion.

Candidates who have nct formally graduated from their universty are
required to securs certification from thelr Dean stating:

1. The candidate Is sligible and qualifies for the 0.D.S. or D.M.D, degres requiremants.

2 The candidate will complete the D.D.S. or D.M.D. degree requirements within eightesen montha of the
examination date.

3. This cerlification must be in the form of a letier from the Dean submitied with the application or provided fo
SRTA by the Dean prior to tha receipt of the candidate's applicatlan,

Candidstes who graduated from a school outsida of the United States and Canada may apply and be considersd for
the “state only™ status, pending raceipt of the appropriate state authorization, The candidate must fumish a letter from
the State Board of Dentistry that accepts the resulls of this examination. This letter should indicate that the candidate
is eligible for [teensure in that state upon successful completion of ihe examination. kn addition, a copy of the
candldate's diploma with an English franslation must be provided.

Application Process

information. Gathering all raquired items prior 10 starting the online application will save significant time. Applicants will
neaed:

¢ Arecenl dighal headshet of close proximily fo the candidate is required for the online application. Candidates
shoukd be clsarly distinguishable, as the photo will ba printed on the candidate admisslon card. Photos must be
in one of the following formats: JPG, GIF, or PNG.
= A digltal copy of current and valid CPR certification is required. Valld certification Is defined as a *hands-on"
fraining program that provides an assessment of cognitive skilla and skills acquired vig classroom training. A
minirmum of Bagic CPR ekills Is required. Classes provided solaty by Internat instruction are not acceptable.
¢ Acopy of the candidate's diploma from a CODA-accrecited dantal hyglens program must be provided in order
for the profila to be valid. This document can be uploaded into the profile, faxad, or emailed 1o the SRTA, office.
Candidates who heve nol formelly graduated from thelr dental hygiene program are required io secure
certification from thelr Desn or Program Directer stating:
o The candidate is eligible and in the last semester of the graduation requirements.
o The candidate wilf complete the graduation requirements within twelve months of the examination date.
o The candidate has successfully completed local anasthesia requirements, {anly If the candidete plans
(o personally administer local anesthesla). This should Include whether the candidale has baen iralned
In Infiltration technlques only or In both block and infiltration.

SRTA accapis VISA and MastarCard only. No Intemational cradit/debll cards will be sccepted. Debit cards may be
used f allowable by the Issulng bank and it they bear the VISA or MasterCard logo. Tha fotal payment will Include the
site-specific facllity as well as tha examinetion fae. Al paymente ars drawn Immediately and must be paid in full,
Fallure to pay the application fes and fecility fee at the time of epplication will forfeit the applicant's abliity to sit for the
examination. The Veterans Administration hes approved the cost of the SRTA Dental Hyglene Examination for
reimburssment. Contact the regional Veterans Affalrs/Veterans Educatlon Office to obtaln the proper forme.

After the candidate has complated the application profile, the following steps will ocour:

Scoring System
The examination scoring system was developed in consultation with three different measurement spedialists; the scoring system s criterfon-based and was

developed on an analytical model. The examination is conjunctive in that its content is divided into separate Parts containing related skill sets and

competence must be demonstrated In each one of the Parts. A compensatory scoting system Is used within each Part to compute the final score for each
Part, as explained below,

Only State Boards of Dentistry are legally authorized to determine standards of competence for ficensure in their respective jurlsdictions. However, in
develaping the examination, CRDTS has recommended a score of 75 to be a demonstration of sufficient competence; and participating State Boards of
Dentistry have agreed to accept that standard. In order to achleve "CRDTS status” and be ellgible for licensure in a participating state, candidates must
achieve a score of 75 or mare In each Part of the examination,

Each examination score Is based on 100 points. If all sectlons of an examination are not taken, a score of "0" will be recorded for that specific
examination,

CRDTS and other testing agencies have worked together on a natfonal levet to draft and refine the performance criteria for each procedure in this examination, For
the majority of those criteria, gradations of competence are described across a2 4-level rating scale. Those criteria appear In this manual and are the basls of the
scoring system. Those four rating levels may be generally described as Follows:

The treatment is of good to excellent quality, demonstrating competence in clinical judgment, knowledge and skill, The treatment adheres to accepted machanical
and physicleglcal principles permitting the restoration of the tooth to nermal health, form and function,

MINIMALLY ACCEPTABLE
The treatmeit Is of acceptable quality, demonstrating competance in clinical judgment, knowledge and skl to be acceptable; however, slight deviations from the
mechanical and physitiogical principles of the satisfactory leve) exist which do not damage the patient nor significantly shorten the expected life of the restoration.

MARGINALLY SUBSTANDARD
The treatment Is of poor quality, demonstrating a significant degree of incompetence in dinical judgment, knowledge or skill of the mechanical and physiologlcal
principles of restorative dentistry, which if left unmodified, will cause damage to the patient or substantially shorten the Iife of the restoration,

The treatment is of unacceptable quality, demonstrating critical areas of Incompetence In dinical judgment, knowledge or skill of tha mechanical and physiological
principles of restorative dentistry. The treatment plan must be altered and additionat care provided, possibly temporization in order to sustain the function of the
tocth and the patient's oral health and well-belng.

In Parts I1, III and V, a rating Is assigned for @ach eriterion in every procedure by three different examiners evalueling independently, Based on the level at which a
criterion Is rated by at least two of the three examiners, polnts may he awarded to the candidate. In any Instance that none of the three examiners' ratings are in
agreament, the median score is assigned. However, If any ctiterion Is assigned a rating of erltically deficlient by two or more of the examiners, #0 pofiils are
awarded for that procedure or for the Examination Part, even though other criteria within that procedure may have been rated as satisfactory. A description
of Parts I1, IIT and V and the number of criteria that are evaluated for the procedures In each of those Parts appaars below:

PART I1: ENDODONTICS EXAMINATION - 100 POINTS

The Endodontics Examination Is a manikin-based examination which conslsts of two procedures: an access apening on an artifidfal pasterior tooth and an access
apening, canal instrumentation and obturation on an artificial anterlor tooth, The criteria for these procedures are combined and seored in total:

PART III: FIXED PROSTHODONTICS - 100 POINTS

The Prosthedontics Examination is 2 manlkin-besed examination which consists of three procedures completed on artificial teeth: a cast gold crown preparation as a
terminal abutment for 2 3-unit bridge, a porcelaln-fused-to-metal crown preparation 25 an abutment for a bridge, plus an evaluation of the tine of draw for the bridge
abutment preparations, and an all ceramic crown preparation on an anterlor central indsor.

To compute the score fer each Individual procedure, the number of points the candidate has earned for each criterion is totaled, divided by the maximum number of
possible points for that procedure and the results are multiplied by 100, This computation converts scores for each procedure to a basis of 100 points. Any penalties
that may have been assessed during the treatment process are deducterd afferthe tofal score for the Examination Part has heen converted to a basis of 100 points.

If no critical deficlency has heen confirmed by the examiners, the total score for each of Parts II, 1l and ¥ is computed by adding the number of polnts that the
candidate has earned across alf procedures in that Part and that sum Is divided by the number of possible points for all procedures in that Part, If a critical
deficiency has been confirmed by the examiners, an automatic failure |s recorded for both the procedure and the Examination Part. An example for computing
scores that include no critical deficlency is shown below for Part Til:

Although there are three Parts that are scored separately for restorative clinical skills, within aach Part 8 compensatory system s used to compute the final
score for that Part, as long as there is no criticel deficlency. For Parts IIT and V, the computed score for each procedure Is not averaged, but instead is
numerically welghted by the retio of its number of scorable criterta to the total number of scorable criteria in the Part. For example, the Cast Gold Crown Preparation
has a total of 10 scorable criterla which represents 40 possible polnts out of the total of 124 possible points for Part LIL As shown [n the example above, the
candidate earned 102 out of 124 possible points for the three procedures in Part I1I for a final score of 82.25 points. If any penalties were assessed, the points
would be deducted from the final score for Part II1.

Throughout the examination, not only dinical performance will be evaluated, but also the candidate's professlonal demeanar will be evaluated iy Clinlc Floor
Examiners. A number of considerations will weigh in determining the candidate's final grades and penalties may be assessed for violation of examination standards,
as defined within this manual, or for certain procedursl errors as described below:

1. Any of the following may result in a deduction of points from the score of the entire examination Part or dismissal from the exam in any of the
dlinica! procedures:

a. Vialation of universal precautions or infection control; gross asepsis; operating area Is grassly unclean, unsanitary or offensive in
appearance; fallure to dispase of potentially infectiaus material and clean the operatory after Individual examinations.

l.  Administration of anesthesia before approval of Medical History by Clinic Floor examiners
m. Cotroborated errors for Treatment Management criteria on all Restorative procedures
2. The following Infractions wiil result In a loss of a# polnts for the entire examination Part:
a. Temporlzation or failure to complete a finished restoration;
b. Violation of Examination Standards, Rules or Guidellnes;
¢. Treatment of teeth or surfaces other than those approved or assigned by examiners;
d. Gross damage.to an adjacent tooth;
e. Fallure to recognize exposure;
f. Unavoidable mechanical exposure which is poorly maniaged or Ireparable;

9. Unjustifled or irreparable mechanical exposure;

h. Critical Lack of Biagnostic/Clinical Judgment Skills - This penatty would be applied when the prognosis of the treatment and/or the
patient's well-belng Is seriously jeopardized. Examples Indude but are not limited to:

o Inabillty to differentiate between carles and a pulpal exposure.
o Inabllity to carry out Instructions for modifications that any competent practitioner should be able ta complete,

Fallure to recognize the need for a critical alteration of the preparation beyond the assigned surfaces, such as a fracture or defect
that must be eliminated by the extension of the preparation

The penalties or deficlencles listed above do not Imply imitations, since obviously some procedures will be classifled as unsatisfactory for cther reasons, or for a
combination of several deficiencies. Corroborated errors for the treatment management criterla for each Restorative procedure — Manikin and Patient-based will be
deducted as penalty paints. If any restorative pracedure Is unacceptable for completion during the examination, any preparations must be temporized, the patlent
must be adequately Informed of any deficiencies, and a "Follow-up Form" must be completed.

All substantiabed evidence of falsification or Intentional misrepresentation of application requirements, collusion, dishonesty, or use of unwarranted assistance during
the course of the examination shafl automatically result in fallure of the entire examination by any candidate.

In addition, there will be no refund of examination fees and that candidate cannot apply for re-axamination for one full year from the time of the infraction. Any of
the following will result in failure of the entire examination:

* Falslfication or intentional misrepresentation of application requirements

* Cheating (Candidate will be dismissed Immediately);

* Any candidate demonstrating complete disregard for the oral structures, welfare of the patient andfor complete lack of skill and dexterity to perform
the required clinical procedures.

« Misappropriation of equipment (theft);

* Receiving unwarranted assistance;

¢+ Alteration of examination records and/or radlographs
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
