The Committee recommended that Mr. Graves, F.S.L. that
within six months they will have an unannounced
inspection, pay a $200 inspection fee, within 12 months of
this order he must get approval for the continuing education
course indicated below; then enroll and complete atwo (2)
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hours continuing education course in the Laws and
Regulations of Funeral Directors and Embamers this
course is in addition to the yearly required five (5) hour
continuing education course.

As provided by law, this decision shall become a Final
Order thirty days after the service of such order unlessa
written request to the Board for aformal hearing is received
from Mr. Graves within such time. If service of the Order
is made by mail, three additional days shall be added to that
period. Upon such time request for aformal hearing, the
decision of this conference shall be vacated.
