Elaine Y eatts gave an overview of the
Draft regulations which included the following points of discussion:

1) The pass-rate for the medication aide on the competency exam (for first time
test takers) shall at least 80% for continued program approval;

2) Requirements for instructional personnel shall be licensed registered nurses,
pharmacists or doctors of medicine or osteopathic medicine, each instructor
should have at least three years of practice experience;

3) Deletereferenceto aclinical practice while being a student;

4) Some requirement for direct care staff training prior to taking the med aide
program (will look at DSS regulations);

5) Program hours shall be as follows. classroom= 20 to 60 hours; Supervised
skills practice= 20 to 40 hours; hours will be clarified at the next meeting;

6) The task force members will submit information for additional curriculum
requirements for basic pharmacology (including common medications taken
by the elderly and psychotropic medications); PRN medications, testing for
blood sugar levels (feedback due to Elaine Y eatts by September 21, 2005).
