CLOSED SESSION: On properly seconded motion by Dr. Tsai, the 
SCC recessed Open Session and convened in 
Closed Session pursuant to §2.2-3711(A)(28) of 
the Code of Virginia (Code) for the purpose of 
reconsideration of its previous decision in the 
matter regarding Thanh T. Yang, O.D.   
Additionally, it was moved that Ms. Joseph and 
Ms. Knachel attend the closed session because 
their presence in the closed meeting was deemed 
necessary and would aid the SCC in its 
deliberations.
