Additiondly, he moved that Ms. Brown, Ms. Larimer, Ms. Joseph,
and Ms. Chappell attend the closed meeting, because their presence
in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would ad the
Committee in its deliberations.

Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed
sesson met the requirements of § 2.2-3712 of the Code, the
Committee reconvened in open session and announced its findings.
