As you may know, Governor Northam amended the state budget to include the
use of electronic meetings in HB30 (Chapter 1289) Section 4-0.01 It provides that
this Board may conduct a public electronic meeting during a state of emergency
if: “(i) the nature of the declared emergency makes it impracticable or unsafe for
the public body or governing board to assemble in a single location; [and] (ii) the
purpose of the meeting is to discuss or transact the business statutorily required.”
The law requires that this Board “shall make available a recording or transcript
of the meeting on its website ...and... Distribute minutes of a meeting.”

The purpose of the meeting is to take action on Board Certifications and
Construction Projects as mandated by law. In light of this, I’ll entertain a
MOTION with respect to this Emergency Electronic Meeting.

FAIRFAX COUNTY ADULT DETENTION CENTER

request to waive the requirement of a Value Management Analysis in compliand with
Section 6VAC15-81-390 in the Board Standards for Planning, Design, Construction and
Reimbursement of Local Correctional Facilities, 2018 and Sections 53.1-80 through 82 of
the Code of Virginia.

- Proposed Board Motion to Approve/Disapprove to allow the Fairfax County’s request for
funding to proceed with its upgrades of the mechanical and electronic security control system
in the facility.

Suggested Motion- The Board of Corrections approves the FAIRFAX COUNTY’S request
for state funding for the upgrades to the mechanical and electronic security control systems
within their facility. This approval recognizes a total eligible cost of $57,918,683, of which
up to 25% or $14,479,670 would be eligible for State reimbursement in payments over a
specified period of time. Such reimbursement is subject to the availability of funds and
compliance with Board Standards for Planning, Design, Construction and Reimbursement
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of Local Correctional Facilities, 2018, and Sections 53.1-80 through 82 of the Code of
Virginia.
