The
Virginia Hunter Education Association presented Henry Rifles todddson and Mr. Austin as
a token of their appreciation for hours worked.

Mr. Lanny Woolfolk, Bumpass, Virginia, who represents the Central Virginia Chapter of Quail
Unlimited, spoke in favor of the adoption of the Quail Action Plan. Mr. Wootitdk spoke in
favor of the sale of the Habitat Stamp provided the promotion of thgp stiearly stated that

Migratory Waterfowl Season 2008-2009:The Chairman called upon Mr. Bob Ellis, Wildlife
Division Director to present the Migratory Waterfowl Season 2008-2009.

Mr. Ellis gave the following presentation:

For all migratory waterfowl, the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service provides¢lason and bag

limit frameworks within which the Department may select certaiompt The frameworks and
bag limits for the 2008-09 waterfowl seasons were established at the Fish alfite\8&rvice's
Regulation Committee (SRC) on July"2td 3% Several changes in seasons and bag limits for
ducks and geese were proposed by the SRC.

Noteable changes in the frameworks were in the duck bag limit where the rafmioexd ducks

in the bag was increased from 2 to3, Scaup (bluebill) bag limit was reduced from 2 to 1 for a
period of 40 days and remained 2 for the remaining 20 days of the season and Canvasback ducks
was closed for the entire season. The Canada goose bag limit went up from 2to 3 inetime west
goose zone for a portion of the season and Atlantic Brant season increased from 50 alayoseas

a 60 day season with 3 birds in the bag up from 2 last year. Overall duck and goose numbers
and habitat conditions in the breeding areas declined over last y ear, howevespecisis
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remained above their long term breeding population average. Species such as scanfmdnd p
still showed long-term declines. Canvasbacks also showed a substantia¢ diext a record
breeding population last year to a level that with any predicted harvest this pe&t put it

below the allowable breeding population for next year, thus a closed season was adopted.

These changes and the overall status of waterfowl populations and habitat conditiohe and t
Federal waterfowl season frameworks were discussed at a public input mestirggnAugust 4,
2008 at the department’s headquarters. Sixteen individuals attended the pubilig raeédt
provided input on their preferences f or season and bag limits within the gaveeviorks. In
addition, comments were received by email.

There were
approximately 20,000 persons in attendance and over 60 staff assisted witnthgésagisplay
and exhibit efforts. Mr. Duncan thanked the Board for their participatidnsrevent. Mr.
Duncan reported total gross receipts for items sold during this evaattoaapproximately
$33,000.

Mr. Duncan also reported that work is progressing on the Coursey Springsriiatothevork
will soon begin on Laurel Bed Lake.

Mr. Duncan called upon Mr. Tom Wilcox to provide the Board with an update on the

Complementary Workforce and introduced the regional coordinators. Mr. Wilaoked the
Board for their support.
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Mr. David Whitehurst provided the Board with information on the ClimatenGd&Vorkshop to
be held in October. A growing body of research indicates that climaticngasil likely have
profound impacts on Virginia’s wildlife and wildlife habitats. WifdliDiversity personnel,
working with the National Wildlife Federation and the Virginia ConstiomaNetwork, have
initiated an effort to develop adaptation strategies to help consgeeges and habitats as the
climate warms. This planning process will include a partner workshopbi@ held in October
2008 and a second partner workshop in 2009. This process will be completed y the end of
October 2009 and is being funded by a grant awarded to the National Wildlifafiadéry the
Wildlife Conservation Society. Once completed, these adaptation stsatetiibe used to
supplement Virginia’s Wildlife Action Plan. The Board and Director Haa®n invited to attend
the October 2008 workshop.

Mr. Bob Ellis provided the Board information on the Chronic Wasting Dis@\84)
Surveillance and Management Plan for 2008-2009. Mr. Ellis stated that theaCWW®area
surveillance will be in Frederick County west of Intersate-81 and Sheata@unty west of
Interstate-81, and north of route 675. These are the areas of Virginid tasesCWD
detections in Hampshire County, West Virginia. Voluntary sampling of hhateested deer
from this area will be conducted. Samples will be obtained by staffingreet processing
facilities, in particular, T and R Processor on the following days:

November 15, 2008 (opening of general firearms season)
November 17, 2008

January 3, 2009 (last day of deer season)

The plan is to collect approximately 1,000 samples from this area.

A hunter who harvests a deer in the response surveillance area will edd¢quiring the deer
to either Graden’s Supermarket or Gore Grocery check statiosarfgaling. The telephone
checking system may still be used to report the harvest. Thesk stations will be staffed by
VDGIF personnel on these designated days.

Road-killed deer within this area will be collected and sampled oppstittally. Roads and
gates to National Forest land in this area may be staffed on additioedbdagluntary sampling
of hunter harvested deer. Deer collected using kill-permits will belsdnepportunistically.

The Department will also work with local landowners and hunt clubs to sadgiteaal hunter-
harvested deer. The Winchester Conservation Club CWD self-serfrigenator will continue
to be used. The target is to collect 200 samples from this area.iofdtgtaff collection of deer
for sampling may be conducted after the end of deer season if this sswagdi@s not been
achieved during the regular season.
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4VAC15-20-220 Disease prevention, control and eradication in wilallifeorizes the director to
take measures to prevent, control or eradicate the spread oedige#tse Commonwealth. In
addition to the mandatory sampling described above, the Department will ptbaibi

Mr. Duncan thanked Mr. Ellis for his presentation. Mr. Duncan stated when pagtent
discusses mandatory checking in the designated areas it is béusdssetise does not recognize
political subdivisions and increased efforts need to be increasedpdtke disease from
spreading into Virginia. Sampling needs to occur to provide adequatécstatidr. Duncan

does expect to receive complaints regarding this plan. Hunters caglestitidck their heads but
in the designated areas they will need to submit their heads for tebtméllis stated he

believes there will be cooperation from the hunters. Meetings willldérhthe area to make
sure everyone knows the process.

is not taken lightly when trying to prevent this disease.

Mr. Rick Busch provided the Board with an update on the Hunting with Hounds Study. Post
cards have been made and distributed to the public with the location of theNfestiicg
Schedule.

Mr. Lou Verner of the Wildlife Diversity Division presented infortioa on the Virginia Master
Naturalist Program. The Department has been instrumental in the degstppperation and
success of the Virginia Master Naturalist Program since 2005. Th Ritdgram is a statewide
corps of volunteers providing education, outreach, and service dedicatecoeneficial
management of natural resources and natural areas within their comsaunftieeVMN Program
has been an outstanding success. There are currently 21 established VMXsGluapss the
Commonwealth with 4 more scheduled to begin in 2008. In 2006-2007, Master Naturalist
volunteers provided over 19,000 hours of service valued at over $382,000. Muclsefitits
was returned to the 5 statewide sponsors, including many projects witkegheient. A copy
of the VMN 2007 Annual Report was provided to the Board for their review.

The Chairman thanked everyone for their hard work and reports.
