Mr. Clatterbuck
reported that the Codes and Standards Committee recommended
the Board adopt proposed 2012 amendments for the Virginia
Amusement Device Regulations, the Manufactured Home Safety
Regulations, the Industrialized Building Code Regulations, the
Virginia Certification Standards, the Standards Governing
Building Code Academies, the Statewide Fire Prevention Code and
the Uniform Statewide Building Code. The recommended
proposals were as presented in the notebook unless further
amended by the Codes and Standards Committee. The Committee
recommendations for adoption of the proposed regulations were
separately and unanimously passed.

Ms. Susan Dewey, Executive Director of the Virginia Housing
Development Authority, reported on the low income housing tax
credit program and the upcoming QAP forum. Ms. Dewey also
reported on homeownership counseling, foreclosure counseling
and the Housing Choice Voucher Program.

Mr. John Ainslie reported that the VFSB had not met since the
April 22, 2013 meeting of the Board of Housing and Community
Development meeting.
