regulations by the Boards of Social Services, Juvenile Justice and Meali#l, Heental
Retardation and Substance Abuse Services in accordance with the 2008 Acts of
Assembly, chapter 873. The regulations promulgated by the Boards of SociaéServic
and Juvenile Justice are now effective and those of the Board of Mental Healtal, Ment
Retardation and Substance Abuse Services will become effective August 6, 2009. Upon
the effective date of the last set of regulations, the Coordinating Comiraidbe
authority to repeal these regulations.

Repeal of the regulations does not exceed the Coordinating Committee’s
authority, is consistent with constitutional principles, and does not conflict \aith @t
federal law or regulations. Repeal of these regulations is exempt framgtneements of
Article 2 of the Administrative Process Act, pursuant to § 2.2-4006(A)(4)(a), leeitasis
necessary to conform to changes in Virginia statutory law where no agsenostion is
involved.
