PART VIII.

Fees.

18 VAC 112-20-135. Inactivelicense.

A. A physical therapist or physical therapist assistant who holds a current, unrestricted license
in Virginia shall, upon arequest on the renewal application and submission of the required
renewal fee of $70 for aphysicd therapist and $35 for a physical therapy assistant, be

issued an inactive license. From January 31, 2002 to January 1, 2004, the inactive renewal

fee shall be $30 for aphysica therapist and $15 for a physical therapist assistant.

1. The holder of an inactive license shall not be required to meet active practice

requirements.

2. Aninactive licensee shall not be entitled to performany act requiring alicense to

practice physical therapy in Virginia.

B. A physica therapist or physical therapist assstant who holds an inactive license may

reactivate his license by:

1. Paying the difference between the renewal fee for an inactive license and that of an

active license for the biennium in which the license is being reactivated; and



2. Providing proof of active practice hours in another jurisdiction equal to those required
for renewa of an active license in Virginia for the period in which the license has been
inactive. If the inactive licensee does not meet the requirement for active practice, the
license may be reactivated by meeting the traineeship requirements prescribed in

subsection B of 18 VAC 112-20-140.

18 VAC 112-20-160. Feesin effect on January 1, 2004 and ther eafter.

A. Unless otherwise provided, fees listed in this section shall not be refundable.

B. Licensure by examination.

1. The application fee shal be $140 for a physical therapist and $105 for a physicd therapist

assstant.

2. The fees for taking al required examinations shall be paid directly to the examination

sarvices.

C. Licensure by endorsement.

The fee for licensure by endorsement shal be $140 for a physica therapist and $105 for a

physical therapist assistant.



D. Licensurerenewa and reinstatement.

1. Thefeefor active license renewad for a physical therapist shall be $135 and for a physica
therapist assistant shall be $70 and shall be due in the licensee's birth month, in each even

numbered year.

2. A fee of $25 for a physicd thergpist assistant and $50 for a physica therapist for
processing alate renewal within one renewa cycle shall be paid in addition to the renewal

fee,

3. Thefeefor reingtatement of a license which has expired for two or more years

shall be $180 for a physical therapist and $120 for a physical therapist assistant

and shall be submitted with an application for licensure reinstatement.

E. Other fees.

1. The fee for an application for reinstatement of a license pursdant-to-8-54-1-2921 ¢f the
Codeof\irgia that has been revoked shall be $2,000 1,000.

2. Thefeefor aduplicate license shall be $5, and the fee for a duplicate wall certificate shal

be $15.

3. Thefeefor areturned check shall be $25.



4. The fee for aletter of good standing/verification to another jurisdiction shal be $10;-the

18 VAC 112-20-161. Feesin effect through December 31, 2003.

A. Unless otherwise provided, fees listed in this section shall not be refundable.

B. Licensure by examination.

1. The application fee shall be $100 for a physical therapist and $60 for a physica therapist

assistant.

2. The fees for taking al required examinations shall be paid directly to the examination

SerVvices.

C. Licensure by endorsement.

The fee for licensure by endorsement shall be $100 for a physical therapist and $60 for a

physical therapist assstant.

D. Licensure renewa ad reinstatement.




1. The fee for active license renewa for a physica therapist shal be $60 and for a physical

therapist assistant shall be $30 and shall be due in the licensee's birth month, in each even

numbered year.

2. A fee of $10 for a physical therapist assistant and $20 for a physica therapist for

processing a late renewal within one renewal cycle shall be paid in addition to the renewal

fee

3. Thefeefor reinstatement of alicense which has expired for two or more years

shall be $105 for aphysica therapist and $60 for a physica therapist assistant

and shall be submitted with an application for licensure reinstatement.

Other fees.

1. Thefee for an application for reinstatement of a license that has been revoked shall be

$1,000.

2. Thefeefor aduplicate license shall be $5, and the fee for a duplicate wall certificate shall

be $15.

3. Thefeefor areturned check shall be $25.

4. Thefeefor aletter of good standing/verification to another jurisdiction shall be $10.
