General Provisions

18VAC30-20-80. Fees.

A. Thefollowing fees shall be paid as applicable for licensure:

1. Application for audiology or speech-language pathology license $100 135
2. Application for school speech-language pathology license $50 70
3. Verification of licensure requests from other states $20

4. Biennial Annual renewal of audiology or speech-language pathology license $60 75

5. Laterenewal of audiology or speech-language pathology license $25

6. Annual renewal of school speech-language pathology license $40

7. Late renewal of school speech-language pathology license $15

B. Fees shall be made payable to the Treasurer of Virginia and shall not be refunded once
submitted.

Part 11
Renewal and Reinstatement
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18VAC30-20-150. Renewal.

A. A person who desiresto renew hislicense shall, not later than December 31 of each even-
numbered year, return the renewal notice and applicable renewal fee. A licensee who fails to renew
his license by the expiration date shall have alapsed license, and practice with alapsed license may
constitute grounds for disciplinary action by the board.

person who fal Is to renew his I|cense by the expiration date may renew at any t| me W|th| n one vear
of expiration by submission of arenewal application, the renewal fee and late fee, and statement of
compliance with continuing educati on requirements.

of the expiration date, a person may apply to reinstate his license by submission of areinstatement
application, payment of the reinstatement fee, and submission of documentation of continuing
competency hours equal to the requirement for the number of years, not to exceed four years, in
which the license has been |apsed.

B. A licensee who does not reinstate within twe four years as prescribed by subsection A of this
section shall reapply for licensure as prescribed by Part 111 (18VAC30-20-170 et seq.) of this
chapter- and meet the qual |f|cat| onsfor Ilcensure in effect at the ti me of the new appl |cat|on and

C. If the licensee holds licensure in any other state or jurisdiction, he shall provide evidence that no
disciplinary action has been taken or is pending. The board reserves the right to deny arequest for
reinstatement to any licensee who has been determined to have committed an act in violation of
18V AC30-20-280.

18V AC30-20-320. Reinstatement of an inactive license.

A. A licensee whose license has been inactive and who requests reinstatement of an active license
shall file areinstatement application, pay the difference between the inactive and active renewal
fees for the current biernium year, and provide documentation of having completed continued
competency hours equal to the requirement for the number of years, not to exceed four years, in
which the license has been inactive.

B. The board reserves the right to deny a request for reactivation to any licensee who has been
determined to have committed an act in violation of 18V AC30-20-280.
