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architecture and interior design. A temporary field office set up for project specific services is not a

place of business.

"Professond” means licensed architect, licensed professona engineer, licensed land surveyor,
certified landscape architect or certified interior designer.

"Regulant” means licensee, certificate holder or registrant.

"Respongble charge" means the direct control and persona supervison of the practice of
architecture, professona engineering, land surveying and certified landscape architecture.
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PART II.

GENERAL ENTRY REQUIREMENTS.

18 VAC 10-20-20.  Application requirements.

A. Fully documented applications with the noted exception shdl be submitted by
applicants seeking condderation for licensure, certification or regigration with the
appropriate fee(s) (check or money order only made payable to the Treasurer of
Virginid) to be received in the board's office no later than 120 days prior to the
scheduled examination.  Applicants for the Fundamentals of Engineering examination
enrolled in an ABET accredited curriculum who are within 12 months of completion of
degree requirements may submit applications to be received in the board's office no
later than 60 days prior to the scheduled examination. The date the completely
documented application and fee are received in the board's office shdl determine if an
application has been received by the deadline set by the board. All gpplications should
be completed according to the ingtructions contained herein.  Applications are not
conddered complete until al required documents, including but not limited to
references, employment verifications and verification of registration are received by the
board. All applications, accompanying materias and references are the property of the
board.

B. Applicants shall meet applicable entry requirements at the time application is made.

F. Applicants shdl be held to the same standards of practice and conduct as set forth in
theseregulations this chapter.

working at least 35 hours per week. All applications will be evaluated againg the experience

or training requirements based on this sandard.]

H. Upon written request to the board within 30 days of recelving examination results,
examinees will be permitted to view individualy their own performance problems for
faled sections only. Examination appeals are permitted in accordance with the

CLARB score verification process.

RENEWAL AND REINSTATEMENT.

18 VAC 10-20-680. Rengatement.

If the license, certificate or registration has expired for sx months or more, but less
than five years, the regulant shall be required to submit a new application, which shall
be evaluated by the board to determine if the applicant meets the renewal requirements.
In addition, a reingtatement fee equal to the regular renewal fee plus $100 shal be

required.

If the license, certificate or regigtration has expired for five years or more, the regulant
will be required to submit a new application, meet current entry requirements, and
submit a reinstatement fee equal to the regular renewal fee plus $250. In addition, the

board may require the gpplicant to submit to an examination.

Board discretion to deny reingtatement. The board may deny reingtatement of a
license, certificate or registration for the same reasons as it may refuse initial licensure,

certification or registration or discipline aregulant.

The date the renewa application and fee are recelved in the office of the board shall

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renewal or reinstatement, or shdl be subject to reinstatement application procedures.

E. A license, certificate or registration that is reinstated shal be regarded as having been

continuoudy licensed without interruption.  Therefore, the license, certificate or

registration holder who is not already subject to the provisons of §54.1-405 of the

Code of Virginia shall remain under the disciplinary authority of the board during the

entire period and shal be accountable for his activities during the period. A license,

certificate or regigration that is not reinstated and is not subject to the provisons of

854.1-405 of the Code of Virginia shal be regarded as unlicensed from the expiration

date forward. Nothing in this chapter shall divest the board of its authority to discipline

alicense, certificate or registration holder for aviolation of the law or regulation during

the period of time for which the regulant was licensed.

STANDARDS OF PRACTICE AND CONDUCT.

18 VAC 10-20-730. Competency for assgnments.

A.

The professond shdl undertake to perform professond assignments only when
qualified by education or experience and licensed or certified in the profession involved.

Licensed professonals may perform professonal assgnments related to landscape

architecture or interior design provided they do not hold themsdalves out as certified in

either of these professions unless they are so certified by this board. The professond

may accept an assgnment requiring education or experience outside of the field of the
professond's competence, but only to the extent that services are redtricted to those
phases of the project in which the professond is qualified. All other phases of such
project shdl be the responsbility of licensed or certified associates, consultants or

employees.

A professiond shall not misrepresent to a prospective or existing client or employer his
qudifications and the scope of his responsibility in connection with work for which he

isclaming credit.

The professional shdl adhere to al minimum standards and requirements pertaining to

the practice of his own professon as well as other professons if incidenta work is
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performed.

18 VAC 10-20-740. Professional respongbility.

A.

The professona shall not knowingly associate in a business venture with, or permit the
use of the professond's name or firm name by any person or firm where there is reason
to believe that person or firm is engaging in activity of a fraudulent or dishonest nature

or isviolating statutes or any of these regulations.

A professonad who has direct knowledge that another individua or firm may be
violating any of these provisons, or the provisons of Chapters 1 through 3 4 of Title
54.1, or Chapters 7 and 13 of Title 13.1 of the Code of Virginia, shal immediately
inform the secretary of the board in writing and shall cooperate in furnishing any further
information or assstance that may be required.

The professond shdl, upon request or demand, produce to the board, or any of its
agents, any plan, document, book, record or copy thereof in his possesson concerning
a transaction covered by this chapter, and shal cooperate in the investigation of a

complaint filed with the board againgt alicensee or certificate holder.

A professional shall not utilize the design, drawings or work of another
professional without the knowledge and written consent of the professional or

organization of ownership that originated the design, drawings or work. In the
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event that the professonal who generated the original document is no longer
employed by the design firm retaining ownership of the original documents or is
deceased, another professional who is a partner or officer in the design firm
retaining ownership of the origina documents may authorize utilizaetion of the

original documents by another professional or firm.

E. A professional who has received permission to modify or otherwise utilize the
design, drawings or work of another professional pursuant to subsection D of this
section may seal that work only after a thorough review of the design, drawings or
work to the extent that full responsibility shall be assumed for all design, drawings

or work.

F. The information contained in recorded plats or surveys may be utilized by another
professional without permission. If modifications are made to the plats or surveys,
the professional must conduct a thorough review and verification of the work to
the extent that full responsibility may be assumed for any changes or modifications

to the plats or surveys.

18 VAC 10-20-760. Useof seal.

A. The application of a professona sedl shal indicate that the professona has exercised

complete direction and control over the work to which it is affixed. Therefore, no

regulant shal affix a name, sed or certification to a plat, design, specification or other
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work congtituting the practice of the professons regulated which has been prepared by
an unlicensed or uncertified person or firm unless such work was performed under the
direction and supervision of the regulant while under the regulant's contract or while
employed by the same firm as the regulant. If aregulant is unable to sed completed
professond work, such work may be sedled by another regulant only after thorough
review and verification of the work has been accomplished to the same extent that
would have been exercised if the work had been done under the complete direction and

control of the regulant affixing the professional seal.

B. A principal or authorized licensed or certified employee shall apply a stamp or
preprinted sedl to find and complete origina cover sheets of plans, drawings, plats,

“Fina Documents’ are completed documents or copies submitted on a client’s

behdf for approval by authorities or recordation. In such cases, the cover sheet

of the documents or copies shall contain a list of drawings included in the set

on which a sedl, origind Sgnature and date will be affixed for al requlated

disciplines. Every page of the submisson, other than the cover, may be

reproduced from originals which contain the sedl, original signature and date by

each discipline responsible for the work. A sedl, original Signature and date is
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only required on the cover shest.

2. Incomplete plans, documents and sketches, whether advance or preliminary
copies, shdl be so identified and need not be sedled or signed.

3. All plans, drawings or plats prepared by the regulant shall bear the regulant's

name or firm name, address and project name.

4, The sedl of each regulant responsible for each professon shdl be used and shdll
be on the originas, including the document cover sheet, for which that
professond is respongble, including exempted work, for which licensure or

certification is not required, prepared under the regulant's direction.

5. Application of the sed and signature indicates acceptance of responghility for

work shown thereon.

6. The sed shdl conform in detall and size to the design illustrated below and

shdll be two inches in diameter. The designs below may not be shown to scae
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* The number referred to isthe six digit number as shown on the license or certificate. The number is

permanent.

5. The regulant violates any standard of practice and conduct, as defined in this

chapter; or

6. The regulant violates or induces others to violate any provison of Chapters 1
through 3 4 of Title 54.1; or Chapter Chapters 7 and 13 of Title 13.1 of the

Code of Virginia, or any other statute gpplicable to the practice of the
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professions herein regulated, or any provision of this chapter.

B. If evidence is furnished to the board which creates doubt as to the competency of a
regulant to perform professona assgnments, the board may require the regulant to

prove competence by interview, presentation or examination.
Failure to appear before the board, pass an examination, or otherwise demongtrate
competency to the board shal be grounds for revocation or suspension of the license,

certification or registration.

18 VAC 10-20-795. Change of Address.

All requlants shall notify the board of any change of address, in writing, within 30 days

of making the change. When submitting a change of address, any regulant holding

more than one license, certificate or registration shal inform the Board of all licenses,

certificates or registrations affected by the change.
