This regulatory action will make the Standards for Licensed Assisted Living Facilities consistent with the
Code of Virginia, as amended by Chapter 938 of the Acts of Assembly (SB686), Chapter 938 has an
effective date of July 1, 2020.

The regulation will be amended at 22VAC40-73-450 to add that individualized service plans be reviewed
and updated at least every 12 months or sooner if modifications to the plan are needed due to a
significant change in the resident’s condition. Any deviation in the individualized service plan must be
documented in writing, including a description of the circumstances warranting deviation, the date such
deviation will occur, certification that such deviation was provided to the resident or his legal
representative, and included in the residents file. In the case of deviations that are made due to a
significant change in the resident’s condition, the individualized service plan must be signed by an
authorized representative of the assisted living facility and the resident or his legal representative.
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Mandate and Impetus

add provisions related to individualized service plans in assisted living facilities.
