All
were in favor. The motion carried unanimously.

Agricultural Foundation, VEA, and VHHA. Seconded by Commissioner Miller. All
were in favor. The motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Steger moved to approve the racing officials for Shenandoah Downs.
Seconded by Chairman VanClief. All were in favor. The motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Steger moved to approve the request for Amendment to 11VAC10-150-
190 (Qualifying Races). Seconded by Commissioner Miller. All were in favor. The
motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Van Clief informed the Commission that formal ownership of the Strategic
Planning Committee has been transferred to the VEA.

Chairman Van Clief also informed the Commission that Carol Dawson will continue to
serve on the Racing Safety and Medication Committee.

During the report from the Virginia Equine Alliance (VEA), Jeb Hannum gave an
overview of various issues, including OTB development and racing at Shenandoah

Downs.
