Call to Order

Final Action on Proposed Amendments to 6\VAC40-30 Regulations for the Approval of Field
Tests for Detection of Drugs:

Amy Jenkins provided the Board with background on the Amendments to the Regulations for the
Approval of Field Tests for Detection of Drugs (6VAC40-30), which add “presumptive mobile
instruments” to the definition of “field test” and set forth a process for the evaluation, approval,
and reevaluation of presumptive mobile instruments. The presumptive mobile instruments are an
alternative to presumptive chemical tests. Some presumptive mobile instruments are able to test
through clear plastic and glass packaging, which greatly reduces the risk of exposure to law
enforcement. Ms. Jenkins reviewed the amendments with the Board. No public comments had been
received. At the conclusion of Ms. Jenkins’ presentation, Mr. Lett asked if there were any questions
or comments on the Amendments to the Regulations for the Approval of Field Tests for Detection
of Drugs.
