On a properly seconded motion by Mr. Tharp, the Committee voted 2-0 in 
favor of the motion, that only public business matters as were identified in 
the motion convening the closed meeting were heard, discussed or 
considered by the Committee.

The Committee recommended that Mr. Tucker, F.S.L. case be referred to a 
Formal Hearing and in lieu of the hearing they offered a Consent Order of 
Revocation of his license to practice as a funeral service licensee in the 
Commonwealth of Virginia. 
 
As provided by law, this decision shall become a Final Order thirty 
days after the service of such order unless a written request to the 
Board for a formal hearing is received from Mr. Tucker within such 
time.  If service of the Order is made by mail, three additional days 
shall be added to that period.  Upon such time request for a formal 
hearing, the decision of this conference shall be vacated.
