Tow trucks registered and domiciled in another state are not exempt from licenptoeisions

of applicable state laws or regulations of the board if botlpitleup-erheelkip-and the drop off

of a vehicle is in Virginia. Such tow trucks must obtain a temporary trip permittfrernoard

prior to operating in Virginia unless licensed by the board
